State to Close Advanced Cardiac Services in Waterbury
Waterbury, Conn – Tuesday, August 12 at 10 a.m. The state Office of Health Care Access has indicated it could close the Heart Center of Greater Waterbury, which provides advanced cardiac care services to a region of 380,000 patients, possibly by the end of this month. 
Thousands of heart patients will become vulnerable and some may die as a result of having to be transported to another hospital while in the throws of a heart attack. 
Physicians and officials at both Waterbury Hospital and Saint Mary’s Hospital (where patients associated with the Heart Center are treated) agree that closure of the program will create an immediate public health crisis in the Greater Waterbury area.
Waterbury Mayor Michael Jarjura will announce that the city is seeking intervenor and party status in the state’s administrative proceedings. Patients whose lives have been saved by the Heart Center program and their family members will also speak.
