Waterbury Hospital Doctor Earns Fellow Designation
Rachel Lovins, MD, the director of the Hospitalist program at Waterbury Hospital, has become one of the first physicians in the country to become a Fellow in Hospital Medicine, a distinction awarded to those who show a dedication to the growing field of Hospitalist medicine.

Lovins, a New Haven resident who is also president of the Connecticut Society for Hospitalist Medicine, will be among roughly 500 Hospitalist physicians to be inducted into the inaugural class of the Society of Hospital Medicine in Chicago in May.

The Fellow designation is given to those who have been Hospitalist physicians for at least five years and a member of the Society for Hospital Medicine for three years. They must also demonstrate their dedication to organizational teamwork and leadership, as well as lifelong learning and education, in the field of Hospitalist medicine.

Hospitalists are licensed attending physicians and physician assistants who staff a hospital 24 hours a day, seven days a week, specializing in a broad range of medical issues. Hospitalist medicine is the fastest-growing specialty in health care today, with over 28,000 Hospitalists currently practicing across the country.

Lovins is a graduate of the Yale School of Medicine who completed her residency at Waterbury Hospital through the Yale Primary Care Internal Medicine Residency Program. She joined Waterbury Hospital as a Hospitalist in 2003.
